Adoption Act, 2013 requires that
birth parents be given information
regarding adoption, the types of
adoption and alternatives to adop-
tion. Providing information about the
alternatives to adoption is essential in
order for the birth parents to make a
fully informed decision about the per-
manent plan for a child.

Birth parents can contact a social
worker at their local CSSD office to
determine if they wish to make an
adoption plan for the child.

At any given time there are several fami-
lies across the province waiting for a child
by adoption. As of December 31, 2018
the estimated wait time for Domestic
Adoption for an Infant Adoption (under
24 months) was approximately 8 years.

An open adoption allows the birth mother
and the adoptive family to maintain rela-
tionship after an adoption is finalized.
Openness Agreements are worked out
with the help of a social worker. A birth
mother can also choose not to have any
ongoing contact—the choice is yours to
make.
